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THE GARONNE, DORDOGNE
AND GIRONDE ESTUARY

In the corner of southwestern France, the Garonne and Dordogne rivers merge
together to form the Gironde Estuary that naturally divides the famous Bordeaux
region into the Left and Right banks. One of the largest controlled wine regions

in France, Bordeaux is made up of several sub-regions each with its own strictly
governed appellation, unique climate and terroir. Unlike most wines around the
world, the quality of Bordeaux wine is determined by these factors rather than the
grape varietal. Bordeaux is acclaimed for its legendary red blends, though white
blends from this region also make a big impression. The Left and Right banks of
the river have different soil types that bring these exceptional blends to life.

TASTING NOTES

THE LEFT BANK: SAUTERNES AND MEDOC

The flatter, gravelly lands of the Left Bank embrace the heat of the sun south of
the Gironde, giving life to many rich red and sweet white blends like those of the
Médoc and Sauternes regions.

THE RIGHT BANK: SAINT-EMILION

The limestone and clay soils of the Right Bank are perfect for Merlot, the most
popular grape used as a base for blends in Bordeaux. Prestigious appellations like
Bourg and Saint-Emilion produce some of the best Merlot based blends that are
combined with Cabernet, and other grapes.

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THE SEINE RIVER

The curvy nature of the Seine River can be disorienting when you’re in Paris. Not to
worry, just remember to face downstream, so you can tell the Left Bank from the
Right. Our Paris & Normandy cruise itinerary is about as romantic as it gets, beginning
with views of the art-inspiring “City of Light” that morphs into lush countryside and
the historic Normandy Beaches. France’s second largest waterway allows us to
sample some of the country’s most renowned champagne, ciders and Calvados.

The wine variety that instantly characterizes northern France comes from the
Champagne region, about 90 miles east of Paris. These sparkling varieties produce
a sweet effervescence and unparalleled quality that merit exclusive classification

as the one-and-only wine known as Champagne. Another specialty drink found
closer to the English Channel is Calvados, which comes from Normandy’s fruit-filled
orchards. Made from over 170 apple (and pear) varieties, this rustic spirit is distilled
twice and barrel-aged for at least two years before bottling. The result is a liqueur
bursting with mainly complex flavors.

TASTING NOTES

DOM PERIGNON: A BENEDICTINE MONK & CHAMPAGNE

Contrary to popular myth, the Benedictine monk, Dom Pérignon, did not invent the
“champagne method” for making sparkling wine. A cellar master at the Abbey in
Hautvillers in northeastern France, Dom Pérignon was the first to blend grapes in
such a way as to improve the quality of wines. His legacy endures in the form of a
prestigious Champagne from Moét & Chandon, which bears his name.

FECAMP MONASTERY: A HEAVENLY ELIXIR

Along Normandy’s dramatic Alabaster Coast lies the Fécamp
Monastery. It is there that 19th-century wine merchant
Alexandre Le Grand rediscovered the recipe for a special
elixir—a medicinal herbal liquor known as la Bénédictine.
Originally developed by a Venetian monk, this mysterious
elixir's complex flavor profile is sure to delight those who try it.

BENEDICTINE PALACE, FEGAMP. -

Paris always sparkles while Normandy beckons

with its stunning coastline, incredible food and
artistic beauty. Rouen’s Cathedral and the charming
harbor town of Honfleur will inspire you. Visit the
Fécamp Monastery where you'll be treated to its
Benedictine elixir; travel along Normandy’s Cider Route
to sample some of their famous cider and Calvados;
and taste the famed bubbly beverage, Champagne,
as you listen to the story about a monk named Dom
Pérignon. Walk along the unforgettable Normandy
beaches of WWII and relive the grandeur of royalty
at Chateau de Bizy, once referred to as “the Versailles
of Normandy.”

CHATEAU DE BIZY: A TASTE OF NORMANDY

Inspired by the opulence of Versailles, the 18th-century
Chateau de Bizy was constructed as a Royal Chateau.

SCHLOSS GOBELSBURG: A TASTE OF HERITAGE

Austria’s Schloss Gobelsburg has a documented viticulture
history dating back to the 12th century under the care of
Cistercian monks from Burgundy. By 1996, the winery was
passed to Michael Moosbrugger, who has preserved the
winemaking heritage and legacy of the monks.

Parties: In these terms and conditions, “you” or “passenger” or
“participant” refers to the person booking, purchasing or
traveling on the cruise, and to individuals traveling as
part of that person’s reservation. “We” or “us” refers to
Amadeus Waterways, Inc.,a Calforniacorporation (“AMA”)
and AmaWaterways, LLC, a California Limited Liability
Company (“AWL”).

Deposit and Final Payment: To confirm a cruise or cruise
& land reservation, we require a deposit of C$500 per
person for Europe and Asia itineraries and C$3,000 per
person for Africa itineraries on or before the deposit due
date indicated on the confirmation. Transoceanic airline
flights and packages require an additional deposit of
C$450 per person for economy class or C$750 per person
for business/first class flights. Certain airline tickets
require non-refundable, full payment at the time of
reservation. Hotel Extra Nights require a non-refundable
deposit of C$50 per stateroom at the time of confirmation
of the hotel availability. Final payment is due no later
than 90 days before the travel start date.

Cancellation Charges: In the unfortunate event a participant
must cancel travel, notice to AmaWaterways must be via
email to Res@AmaWaterways.com, which must include a
return receipt and read notation, or other writing stating
clearly and correctly each guest’s name, ship name,
start and end date of the cruise and a brief
statement of the reason for cancellation.

We are able to accept a traveler’s
choice of preferred air carrier, flight schedule, and some
deviations so long as the requests are made at the time
of booking the airline reservation. To hold/confirm an
airline reservation, the airlines require your full legal
name as it appears on your passport. For contract airline
fares a deposit of C$450 per person (economy class
tickets) or C$750 per person (business/first-class tickets)
is required to secure the flight schedule and quoted
price. Published airfare prices require full payment at
the time of reservation. Once the airfare deposit or full
payment is received your airline tickets will be issued
and any changes will be subject to penalty if not
cancelled within 24 hours of ticketing. Should the name
on your airline reservation not match your passport
exactly, your airline reservation will have to be cancelled,
full penalties will be assessed and your reservation will
have to be recreated subject to market pricing at the
time of the new reservation.
